Derby Face & Body Painting have been established for 12  years in the UK.  The company specializes in offering high quality face and body art for events, alongside other forms of creative events arts, such as crafts and balloon twisting.
Job Description: 

· You will be employeed as a Face Painter, and occasionally working in other areas of the business such as Balloon Twisting and supervising Arts & Craft activities. The role is varied and you will always be working somewhere different for each event. 
Duties include: 

· Entertaining and interacting with the public (face painting children/adults, making balloon models, making arts and crafts, supervising area). 
· Setting up and taking down equipment; including gazebo. 
· Paperwork completion, clocking in and out,
· Cleaning and tidying up equipment.
· Promoting the business in a positive light.
Ideal Candidate 

· You must have a bright personality, enjoy working in a different environments each week and must be able to work on weekends.
· You will be expected to develop strong artistic skills, making you capable to work both unsupervised and as part of a team. 
· Must enjoy working with children and the public.

· Must be willing to travel (car, bus, train)
Hours of work:
· You will be available Saturday, Sundays, Bank Holidays, Halloween & either New Years Eve or Christmas Eve.
· Working hours may vary considerably; from 3 hours, to the rare maximum of 12hr.  The average shift length is usually 4-6 hours.  Around 3-10 days per month. 
· Some weekends are busy and you will be required to work both Saturday and Sunday, whilst other weekends there is no work. 

· Typically we would expect you to work around 200-450 hours over a 12 month contract. 
· Most shifts are daytime - with occasional early morning, late evenings and the odd late night.
· Our artists are required to work during the holiday seasons because our business is busiest when others in the world play.
Training:

Although we will train you in the finer steps of artistic face painting/balloon modeling you must come to us with some artistic capability. Being an accomplished artist doesn’t necessarily ensure your hiring, as there are many other requirements of this position including working well with young children. The guests we paint are our number one priority so you must be professional at guest relations and service.  Flexibility and Reliability are expected.  Training days (around 6 per year) take place in the Derby/Nottingham city center.  Learning to Face Paint is just like learning a foreign language, it requires commitment and effort from the individual.  All artists will be given their own company kit to take with them to work.
Location of Work: 
· The post requires you to be mobile. You will be expected to work UK wide, however we are an East Midlands based company, with the bulk of the work been located within the Midlands. We work on public and private premises, including at times the clients own homes. We frequent locations such as Sheffield, Leeds, London, Manchester regularly. 
· Work may be indoors or outdoors (under marquees or gazebo)
Length of engagement: The initial contract is from now until the 2nd of June  2018.
Dress Code:
· Smart professional personal appearance. Company uniform will be supplied free of charge consisting of winter jacket, fitted T shirt, trousers and an apron. Staff are expected to supply their own plain black shoes. 
· On rare occasion artists will be in costume.
 Pay:
· For working on site within your home county Mon to Sun is £8.00 per hour. 
· For working on site outside of  your home county Monday to Sunday or within your home county on Bank Holiday Mondays, Good Fridays, Halloween, Guy Fawkes, Christmas eve, Christmas day, Boxing day, New Years Eve, New Years £9.00 per hour. 
· For work outside of your home country on Bank Holiday Mondays, Good Fridays, Halloween, Guy Fawkes, Christmas eve, Christmas day, Boxing day, New Years Eve, New Years day  the pay is £10.00 per hour.  
· Training days are paid at the NMW.
· In addition to the hourly pay, travel is reimbursed - All reasonable travel costs via public transport, bus, coach, tube, tram, trolleybus, funicular, train. Journeys made by car are paid at £0.25 per mile. 
· Holiday pay is paid at 12.04%  or 5.6 weeks per year in addition to the hourly pay.
· Pay will rise by £0.50 ph after a 6 months qualifying period and by an additional £0.50 after a further 12 months.
